X o A e

A committee of Muslim scholars met the challenge of designing the syllabus as part of the groundwork for developing

textbooks. The initial work entailed a study of the nature of Muslim life in Muslim societies of the world, providing

valuableinsights into the differences in social practices and traditions. Based on their analysis the instructional content

was arranged in the following order:

® 'Ageedah (Islamic Doctrine).

@ The Glorious Qur'aan and its sciences.

€ The Sunnah, Seerah (Biography of the Prophet (peace be upon him) and History).
@ Acts of worship and dealings.

€ Morals and manners.

These five areas of emphasis are detailed at each grade level.

Organization of this book
