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Abstract :

The purpose of this paper is essentially to distinguish
between Authentic materials and Created materials in the
curriculum of language teaching and its implementation in
the classroom. This view has underpinned one of the most
popular approaches to language teaching—- Communicative
Language Teaching. The aim of this paper is, then, to
present the growing importance of Authentic materials in
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the [production of] language learning input and output.
With communication at the center of any LT curriculum,
cooperative language learning assumes one of the leading
positions in the language teaching-learning process. The
paper will try to show the positive effects of cooperative
language learning, and to highlight the importance of
Authentic materials in developing motivations and
facilitating language acquisition.
